On October 8th Governor Brown signed AB 913 into law, creating the California Green Business Program.  The legislation recognizes the existing network of Green Business Programs operated by cities and counties around the state (www.greenbusinessca.org), and provides a foundation for expansion to other California communities.  
More than 2,600 small businesses, including restaurants, hotels, auto repair shops, and retail stores, have earned Green Business certification for conserving energy and water, reducing waste, and preventing pollution.  Statewide expansion will offer thousands more the opportunity to be recognized for going green.
The California Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) is coordinating the Program.  “Joining the California Green Business Program allows a business to demonstrate to its customers that it cares deeply about the environment,” said Debbie Raphael, Director of DTSC. “It shows that, even in economically challenging times, businesses care so much that they’re willing to look internally and ask themselves, ‘What can we do differently so that our business acts in an environmentally responsible manner?’”
